To all potential organisers of the European Quizzing Championships (EQC) 2007:

As there is possibly more than one candidate for the 2007 EQC, a decision on who will host this prestigious event will be taken by the committee of country representatives of the IQA member countries. Their decision is final.

In order to secure the support of IQA country representatives for your ‘bid’, we would ask you to prepare a case-study for your project and fill out the questionnaire below.

Their decision will be based on various criteria:

· Suitability of the venue

The venue should contain at least one room big enough to host the individual, teams, and pairs event for at least 150 quiz players. Furthermore there should be several possibly smaller rooms on the same premises to play semi finals (in Paris we had 6 quizzes in progress simultaneously in as many rooms).  Hotel accommodation should be nearby (within walking distance). Preferably it should be able to accommodate all quiz players, and any accompanying families etc.


· Experience of the organisers

Previous experience in hosting national or international championships is a plus, including proof of media attention, sponsorship etc..

· Accessibility of the venue from other IQA countries / public transport

Preferably the venue should be reachable through low-cost air travel from the different IQA member states. Local access to the venue by public transport is a plus.

· Estimated cost for the competitors

Cost includes taking part in quizzes and hotel costs. Ideally we should offer different formulas, not all quizzers can or want to attend all the events.
· Expected sponsorship


· Expected media attention

The EQC will consist of :
· Individual competition

· Pairs competition

· Teams competition

· International team tournament, with preliminary round, semi finals and finals

· Fun events (TBD)

The questions of the individual, pairs, teams and international teams competition, will be set by an international team, possibly comprising someone from the local organisation.

The IQA Europe decision on who is to host the upcoming annual EQC will be made not more than one month after the date of the deadline for submitting case studies.
This deadline for the 2007 EQC in May 1st 2007.
